I:)Vihé;e exists an international network which is attempting to sow discord
amongst all prosperous people. This network is engrossed in organizing, at the heart
of these countries, clandestine movements which they will organize for the purpose
of overthrowing these governments or winning over these countries as they succeeded
8o well in doing in Cuba.

It is immigrants who first infiltrate 2 country and these men usually approach
students ot other young people who do not have any definite goals in life, or other
week individusls who already hold doubtful opinions of the principles of the country
in which they iive, and are often well esteblished in society, such as a lawyer,
doctor, clergyman, or others vho are in a position to share their perverse opinions
ageinst the country. Next they seek to recruit as many as possible of the adept
natives of the country in which they are working., It is a wey of hiding their real
identities (I speak of the immigrants who work undercover and say that they belong fo
the country which is their goals). This international orgenization begins by first
plecing good journalists in as many of the newspapers of the country as possible, and
then through these journalists to deatroy the spirit of the country, by cultivating
their wicked point of view on the da&-to-day activitiés of the goverrment. They direct
the spirit of the people of the country toward revolt, and tell them skilfully that -
they are despicable to support the foram of government which they have (Just as yaé
done in Cuba)s They are not usually in a hurry, and are willing to work ten to'thirty
years to successfully complete their task. However, they themselves are sometimes
surprised at the quick results they achieve. The people are often easily influnced by
good speakers, and fheir goal in this case is more easily attained.

This internntional organization regularly plaoces compeisnt announcers (who oxe
elready under their influence) in different radio stations of the country, $b they can

on occasion conduct propagande for their groups ageinst the govermnment or for the
